The New Brunswick Heart Centre (NB Heart 
Centre) is the primary cardiac care centre for over 
1 million people from New Brunswick and Prince 
Edward Island. The NB Heart Centre is the only 
place in New Brunswick where you can get cardiac 
catheterizations, electrophysiology, and heart surgery 
all in one spot. Every year, the NB Heart Centre 
performs nearly 1,000 surgeries, putting them on par 
with many larger centres across Canada.

In 2023-2024, we awarded funding for 2 new heart-lung machines 
for the NB Heart Centre thanks to the generous support of our 2024 
Love Your Hospital Radio-thon donors, friends in the community, 
and community-supported events like Vito’s Lasagna Day.

The vision of the new Transitions in Care for Older Adults research program is to work 
collaboratively with numerous partners from regional health authorities, government 
departments, clinical and academic researchers, older adults, and their families, who 
all share a common goal of improving the care continuum for older adults, particularly 
those in transition.  

The number of people waiting for long-term care continues to 
increase across the province. Many older adults in New Brunswick 
are waiting in hospitals for a nursing home bed in the community.  
This is not ideal for individuals, their families, the healthcare system 
and those working in it. Funding this research will support finding 
new solutions to improve transition in care.
